CONSTITUTION

1. NAME

The organization(hereinafter referred to as the "SOCiety")shall be calledTHECANADIAN
ADDISONSOCETYILA SOCETECANADIENNED'ADDISON.

2. OBJECTS

The objects of the Societyshall be :

(i) To undertake public education, family support services, dissemination and
publicationof information about Addison's disease, and to co-ordinate medical care and
socialservicesfor persons withAddison'sdisease.

(ii) To promote the establishment of local branches of the Canadian AddisonSociety/
SocieteCanadienned'Addisonthroughout Canada. .

(iii) To provide funds for research into the cause, control and cure of Addison's disease.

(iv) The furtherance of the clinicalstudy, laboratory research, publicationand teaching
and the knowledge of Addison's disease and the application of such knowledge to the
prevention, treatment and cure of the disease.

(v) To perform any acts, includingthe raising of funds, necessary or incidentalto the
carryingout of any of the purposes hereinaboveset forth.

(vi) To do and participate in all and everything necessary, suitable or proper for the
accomplishmentof the Society'spurposes and the attainment of its objects, subject to the
restrictionsof all applicablelaws.

3. DIRECTORS

The affairs of the Society shall be managed by a Board of Directors consisting of not
less than seven (7) directors and not greater than fifteen (15) directors, who shall be elected by
the members of the Society from among themselves as provided by the by-laws of the Society.

4. MEMBERS

There shall be one class of members who shall be admitted to and removed from
membership as provided in the by-laws. The rights, duties and privilegesof members shall be as
set out inthe by-laws.
